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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to explore conditions of and to propose guidelines

for learning management of children with learning disabilities in leading mainstreaming
schools under the Office of Phitsanulok Education Service Area 3.
The sample of this study was 134 primary school teachers. Research instruments were a
questionnaire and an in-depth interview related to learning management for children with
learning disabilities. Mean, standard deviation, and content analysis were employed for
data analysis.

The results showed that;

1. Five areas of conditions of learning management for children with learning
disabilities in leading mainstreaming schools that found to have lowesl mean scores were
a) exploring results of learning management in the semester prior to teaching the students
in next semester; b) providing the students with various learning resources;

c) using computer technology for students’ learning and practicing different learning
methods; d) allowing students to do self evaluation; and e) using students’ oulcomes to
plan individualized education program{IEP) as a mean for gaining services and facilities.

2. Guidelines for learning management of children with learning disabilities in
leading mainstreaming schools can be categorized into two groups; a) school should
establish a specific policy, enhance leamning management network, provide training
program, help teacher evaluate students outcomes, and write IEP; and b) teachers should
adhere to the principle of diverse learners, pay more attention on the students, and
evaluate students’ learning outcome individually.
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
