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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to develop a fraining curriculum for
developing knowledge and satisfaction on inclusive education, 2) to compare the
knowledge of inclusive education before and after training with the curriculum, and 3) to
study the satisfaction after training with the curriculum. A total of 191 school principals,
special education teacher and teacher assistants in Kongkrairat District were research
sample. The instruments were a training curriculum, a curriculum evaluation form, an
inclusive education test, and a satisfaction questionnaire. Mean and standard deviation

were employed for data analyses.

The research findings were as foillows:

1. School principals, special education teachers and teacher assistants rated
the training curriculum as suitable for helping improve knowledge of inclusive education
at a highest level.

2. After training with the curriculum, school principals, special education
teachers and teacher assistants were found to be more acknowledgeable on inclusive
education.

3. After training with the curriculum, school principals, special education
teachers and teacher assistants were found to be more satisfied with the curriculum and

its manual at a highest level.
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
