Abstract

This study aims to investigate teachers’ ability to prepare Individualized
Education Program (IEP} in leading mainstreaming schools, Uttaradit Province.

The study populations are 80 teachers who teach children with special needs
from 40 leading mainstreaming schools. Three instruments were employed in this study
consisting of, 1) an 80-guestion-cognitive-test measuring teachers' knowledge to prepare
the IEP. The sfatistic used for data analysis is percentage; 2) a S-point-rating-
evaluation-scale investigating teachers’ performances in preparing the |IEP. The statistic
used are means, percentage, and standard deviation; and 3) an observation form
measuring teachers’ ability to implement the IEP. The statistic used is percentage.

The results of this study are :

1. Teachers scores on knowledge of preparing the IEP are at a moderate level
accounted for 51.25%

2. Teachers’ performance means in preparing the |EP are at a high level (X =
3.79)

3. Teachers’ ability to implement the IEP are at a highest accounted 92.78%
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
