They
were different many rdes: policy planning, action planning, area children supporting,
academic/administrating, budgeting. community relationship building, school academic

servicing, the others were not different.

The government official group was more soles that the farmer
and work groups. The government dffidal and state affar groups were nare roles than
the farmer and private sector groups. They were different in many roles : policy and
development planning local curriculum activities. The official and state affair educational
committee were more roles than fanner and worker educational committes in annual
action planning, community relationship building. and co — operating to local learning
