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ABSTRACT 

The purpose of this research was to study teacher's attitude toward 

the intemal supervision in primary schools under the office of Sukhothai 

provincial primary education. 

The sample used in this research were teacher taught in the 

primary level under the office of primary education in Sukhothai. 334 teachers 

were selected by using multi-stage random sampling. They were classified by 

education, working experience and sizes. The instrument used in this study was 

the rating-scale questionnaire. Data was collected and analyzed by SPSS for 

WINDOW computer program. The statistic devices used to analyze data were 

percentile, mean, standard deviation, F-test and couple test of Scheffe'. 

The results revealed : (1) The teachers in primary schools had 

attitude toward the intemal supervision in primary schools under the office of 

Sukhothai provincial primary education at a high level. (2) There was no 

significant difference in opinions between male and female teachers, but 

there was a tendency that female teachers had the attitude toward the 

intemal supervision in primary schools more than male teachers. (3) The 

teachers who had sixteen to twenty five years of experience had the attitude 

toward the intemal supervision in participating of process more than those 



with one to fifteen years of experience. (4) 'The teacher in big primary 

schools had the attitude toward the internal supervision in primary schools 

under the office of Sukhothai provincial primary education more than teachers 

in medium and small primary schools.
