ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine and to compare the eharacteristics of Physical
Education Teachers as perceived by students In_secondary schools under the'Office of
the Primary Education In Sukhothai Province in the following aspects ! academic,
teaching - learning activities, personality, virtue _and morality and human relationships.
They were classified into sex, Educational qualification s, branch of field study and
working exper i ence of Physical Education teachers.

The total'number. of subjects were 39 Physleal Education Teachers and 390
students under the office of the Primary Education in Sukhothal Province. The sampling
was the Stragified Random Sampling

Thesinstrument used in_this study was a questionnaire with a check list and
rating scale in 5 areas. Statistics used in the analysls of data were per cent age, arithmetic
meanystandard deviation”, Hestand F-test .

The resulis found were as follows :

1." Fram'the study of the characheristice  Physical Education Teachers as
percaived by students In secondary schools under the Office of the Primary Education in
Sukhothal Province the mean d the characteristice was not only good rating as a
whole but also in each aspect.

2 From the comparison d the characterietice of Physical Education Teachers
as perceived by students in secondary schools under the Office § the Primary Education



In Sukhothai Province.

2.1 The mean of the characteristics as a whole was significantly different at
the. 05 level. When examining in each area the personality of male and female the
Physical Education Teachers was significantly different at the .01 level and in the aspect
of virtue and morality and human relationships were significantly different at the .05 level

but in the aspect of academic and teaching-learning activities were not significantly

different.

2.2 The educational qualification,it found no difference in all areas.

2.3 The branch of field study, it found no difference. When examining in
each area, the researcher found that the area of the human relationships was significantly
different at the .01 level and the area of the academic and virtue and morality were
significantly different at the .05 level.

2.4 the Physical Education Teachers's avorking. experience, there was
significantly different at the .05 level. When tested the difference of the means‘in pair,
found that the Physical Educational Teacher's with 10 — 20 years experience were capable
than those with iess than 10 years experience. They were significantly different at the .05

level and the other areas, there were not significantly different.
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
