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ABSTRACT

The purpasg:of the“researeh was to study and to compare:the roles of
administrator in promating, classroom research as perceived. by admitiistrators and
teachers underthe\voeational college division Department af.-¥ocational Education in
therhorthern \region in five aspects, namelygPrometing success of classroom research,
exhibiting responsibility for such teachers, attaghing due importance to classroom
resedrch, respecting teachers whegcweresarrying out classroom research, and giving
better prospects for advancement_ifr job positions for them, classified by position,
subjects, educationalkgualifications, and work experiences.

The researchrsample consisted of 73 administrators and 163 teachers of
vocatiopdl college division Department of Vocational Education in the northern region,
chesenihrough a stratified random sampling. The tool employed for data collection was
a_set of rating - scale questionnaires. Data was collected and analyzed by SPSS / FW
program. The statistic devices used to analyzed data were percentage, mean, standard

deviations, t-test, F-test (One way ANOVA) and couple test of Scheffe'.




The finding were as follows:

1. Administrators and Teachers exhibited medium level of promotion
classroom research.

2. Administrators and Teachers exhibited different degrees of promotion
classroom research (Statistically significant at the .05 level).

3. Administrators with different educational qualifications, and different of work
experiences exhibited no significant different of promotion classroom research.

4. Teachers with different subjects, and different educational qualifications
exhibited no significant different of promotion classroom research.

5. Teachers with different of work experiences exhibited:differentof promotion

classroom research (Statistically significant at the .05 levely.
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
