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ABSTRACT 

The purpose of this research was to study the desirable 

characteristics of school a d m i n i m  that facilitate the educational management 

according to the Nabional E d W n  Act 8.E. 2542 as pemiw by lhe teachers 

under the jurkdicblon of the OfRce of Sukhathai Pn>vicial Phmry Education. 

The mmpk usgd in this research were primary school teachers 

under the Ofka of Pfhary Education in Sukhothal. Two hundred and nineteen 

teachers were sel- by using multi-stage random sampling. fhey were 

classified by education, working experience and sites of their schools. The 

instrument used in thii study was the rating-s~le questionnaire. The data was 

collected and analyzed by the SPSS for WINDOWS computer program. The 

statistic devices used to anatyze the data were percentile, mean, standard 

deviation, and t - test. 

The results revealed that : 1) The t b r s  in primary schools had 

the desirable characteristics of school administrators that fadri te the 

educational management according to the National Education Ad B.E. 2542 



at a high level.

4) The teachers in primary schods who had less and more than W d v e ~ r  

work experience had the desirable characteristics of school administrators at a 

high level. 5)  The male and female teachers in primary school showed no 

s lgn'bnt  drffemnoe in the desirable characteristics of school administrators. 

0 )  The teachers in primary schools who had difference of educational 

qualification showed no significant di irenm in the desirable cha~r ist ics  of 

school admlnkbators. 7 )  The teachem in primary schoals who had d i c e  of 

work experience showed no significant difference in the desirable 

characteris- of schd  adminkhtm that.
