This research aimed to study and compare the self-discipline of the students of
Rajabhat Pibulsongkram University in the following elements: self-confidence,
leadership, patience and honesty, learning achievement and year of study.

The subjects were 379 weekday students of Rajabhat Pibulsongkram University in
academic year 2010 who were stratified randomly selected from each of the four year
levels. The data were collected by a questionnaire and then analyzed by percentage,
mean, standard deviation, Independent-Sample T-Test and One-way Anova.

The results showed that the student's self-discipline as a whole was at a high level in
which the leadership had the highest mean score (X = 4.19) followed by patience (X =
4.08), honesty (X = 4.08) and self-confidence (X = 3.97). The results of the comparison

of students' self-discipline indicated that there was no significantly difference between
both sexes and among different grade average in all elements. However, there was a
significant difference between students' self-disciplined classified by students’ year of

study only on honesty.
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
