Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the level of quality of life of the farmers
in Phitsanulok after the paddyrice pledging project, to stud the factors affecting the quality
of life, to find ways in solving the farmers’ problems. It was a quantitative research. The
samples were 400 people by Taro Yamane ‘s random sampling. Data were collected by
using 3 parts of questionnaire and analyzed by using descriptive statistics: percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t - test, oné-way ANOVA One-Way ANOVA.

The findings were as follows:

1. The study _of farmers’ opinions in Phitsanulok province towards good quality of
life after the paddy rice pledging project in overall was in a moderate level. When
considering by each item, it was found that the general item was in a high level, the social
acceptant item was in a high level, mind item was in a high level, economic item was in a
moderate level and health item was in a high level.

2. Factors affecting the good quality of life of the farmers after the paddy rice
pledging project classifying by personal information found that the age, marital status,
farming area, income per season and participation on paddy rice pledging project were
significantly different.

3. Ways in solving the problems of quality of farmers after the paddy rice
pledgingproject, were in a high level and moderate level by considering the study of the
farmers’ opinions first. The general item affected the farmers’ quality of life due to the
farmers’ education and their being socially accepted more in that their up to date ideas
resulting in the better quality of life. The farmers preferred the paddy rice pledging project
due to their better income so the money can be circulated and the price of paddy in the
market is higher as well as they are being recognized and they can help friends and

society better and eventually their quality of life is improving.
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
