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ABSTRACT 

The purposes of this research were to study the problems of educational quality assurance 

management in schools under the Office of primary Education in Phichit as seen in the attitudes 

of the administrators and teachers of academic affairs, to compare the attitudes of the 

administrators and teachers of academic affairs classified by the experience and sizes of schools 

on educational quality assurance managelnent in schools under the Office of Primary Education 

in Phitchit and to compare the attitudes of tcachers of academic affairs classified by practical 

experience and sizes of schools on educational quality assurance management in schools under 

the Office of Primary Education in Phichit. Thc subjccts uscd in this rcscarch wcrc 176 

administrators and 176 teachers of academic affairs by using stratified random sampling in the 

academic year 1999. The data collection were questionnaire of check fist and five levels of rating 

scale. Percentile, standard deviation, F-test and t-test were analyzed in the result of the study. 

Research finding: 

1. It found that the school administrators and teachers of academic affairs had shown 

attitudes towards the problems of the educational quality assurance management in schools with 

moderate level. 

2.  When comparing the attitudes of school administrators and teachers of academic 

affairs classified by experience and sizes of schools under the Office of Primaly Education in 

Phichit on the educational quality assurance, it found significantly different at the level of 0.05 



However, there was no significantly different on the student standard and school administration 

standard. 

3. From the comparison of attitudes among the teachers of academic affairs classified 

by experiences and sizes of schools under the Office of Primary Education in Phichit on the 

educational quality assurance, if found no significantly different. 
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
