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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to dsteiming-and compare the desirable
rotes of administrators and teachers prescrbed inthe’National Education Act B.E-2643,
as perceived by secondary school adiminisiratorstand teachers in Phitsarulok dunng the
academic year 1899, in six categones development of curriculum that is igongruence
with the needs of the local community; the provision of suppoft fof @ student-centered
teaching approach; suppoit for decentralization, coordipation ‘and cooperation with the
comimidnity. in academic development;, suppogt:for dife-lopg education, quality assurance
and-educational standards; recruitment of resaurces i the community for use in the
management of education; and the tolasrof teachers in providing student-centered
learning experience for studefts\in fhree phases - preparation, implementation, and
evatuation.

The_subjects-were 100 school administrators and 200 teachers, randomly
drawn, using a\stratified random sampling technique. The instrument used in collecting
e, dala was a questionnaire, which is of a rating scale in nature. The statistics used
included mean, standard deviation, and t-test.



The findings were as follows :

1. The roles of school administrators as prescribed in the National
Education Act B.E. 2542 perceived by administrators and teachers were rated to exist
highest in all categories.

2. The roles of teachers in providing student-centered learning experiences
to students as prescribed in the Nationat Education Act B.E. 2542 perceived by
administrators and teachers were found to exist at the highest level.

3. The roles of school adminisirators as prescribed in the National Education
Act BEE. 2542 perceived by administrators were found to be at the highest level, and
the ones perceived by teachers were found to be at a high level.

The roles of leachers in providing studeni-centered leaming expenences
to studenis as prescribed in the National Education Act B.E. 2542 pefCelvedi.by both
administrators and teachers were found to be at the highest level

4. The roles of school administrators and feachersas prescribed in the
National Education Act B.E. 2542 perceived by adminisiraters”and teachers in schools
under the jurisdiction of the Departmentlef General Education, Phitsanulok wereg above
the standard.

5. Administrators apd\teachers had no significant differences 3 their
opinions regarding the desitable rotes of school administrators @5 \pescribed by the
National Education. ActB E..2542.

6. SAdminstraiors and teachers had _né, ‘sigaificant differences in their
opinions, Tegatding the desirable roles of \leachers’ as prescribed by the National
