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ABSTRACT 

The purpose of study was to determine and to compare the influential 

elernent for school administration of administrators of Ph~tsanulok Provincial Pnrnary 

Education. The study cover 6 dimentions : academic work, personnal, student affairs, 

general affairs, finance and suppliesed, buildings, and the relationship between schools 

and the community. 

A pi~rposive random sampling technrque was used to select 154 adminis- 

trators whose schools had won Distinctive School Aword in academic year of 1998 of 

Provincial Primary Education of Pitsanuloke. The data were collected by using the 

rating scale questionnaires. The statistics employed in the analysis of data were mean, 

standard deviation and correlation. 

Research Findings 

The results were as follows : (1) The influential elements for schoot 

administration of administrators of Provincial Prjmary Education in P~tsanuloke 1n the 

Academic Affairs, students' affairs, personnel and the relationship with the conlrrlurl~ty 

were necessary to administration at the high level but the Finance and suppl~es and the 

buildings were necessary to administration at the highest level. (2) Level of educatron, 

experience in school administration and the slze of school did not corelate to school 

adrnin~stration.
