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Abstract 

The purposes of this study ware to investigate and compare the real and desirable 

characteristics of school administrators viewed b$ municipal school teachers in 6 aspects: 

knowledge, ability, creativity, social service, manners, and ethics, The independent variables 

of the study were sex, experience, and age. Subjects were 312 municipal school teachers in 

Educational Region 7 selected by stratified random sampling. 

A check list questionnaire which was rating scale was used to collect data. The data 

was analyzed by using percentage, mean and independent t - test. 

The results indicated that : (1) The 6 aspects of the real characteristics of 

administrators were viewed by teachers at a high level and the ethics were viewed at the highest 

level. The desirable characteristics of administratdrs were viewed at the highest level. (2) Female 

and male teachers' views of administrators real and desired characteristics were not different. (3) 

The teachers experience did not affect the desirable characteristics. (4) The teachers age did not 

affect the views on the real charastesistics of administrators but their views on the desirable 

characteristics were significantly different at 0.01 , 
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
