1. People's attitude towards environment impact management from Khwaenoi Bumrungdan 

Dam of Hinlart Sub-Destrict, Local Administration, Watbot District, Phitsanulok Province overall was 

in a moderate level and when considering each aspect, it was found that the highest mean was 

environment impact management in water,secondly, they were the public health impact management, 

agricultural irr pact management, people's living impact management, public health impact, water 

impact, people's living impact and agricultural impact. 

2. The comparison of people' s attitude towards the environment impact management 

classified by personal factors found that residential areas, the distance of Khwaenoi Bumrungdan 

Dam, resulteq in the people' s attitude towards the environment management; however, gender, 

age, educatiohal level and occupation did not result in the people's attitude towards the environment 

management from the dam building. 

3. The guidelines solving the problem impacting the environment from Khwaenoi Bumrung-

dan Dam found that the most urgent awareness of Hinlart Sub-District, Local Administration was the 

environment management focusing on the sustainable resource consumption and the know how to 

recycle the resource, pollution control including conservation, adjustment, amendment and continuous 

resource development. This is to promote the quality of people's living on clean water, chemical free 

in the farms, quality public health as well as the well being of the people for the real happiness. 
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
