




ABSTRACT 

The purpose of this research was to study the existing situation and the demand for teachers 

with degrees in Computer Sciences, Mathematics and different areas of Sciences in Secondary 

Schools in Phitsanulok and Sukhothai. Samples were 605 teachers who were currently teaching 

Computer Sciences, Mathematics, General Sciences, Biology, Physics and Chemistry and 159 

Principle or Head of Science section in Secondary Schools in Phitsmdok and Sukbothai (academic 

year 1998). A researcb tool used in this study was questionares. Statistics used to analyze data 

were percentage, mean and standard deviation. The study showed that 8 1.7% of Computer 

Sciences, Mathematics, and different area of Sciences teachers graduated from Bachelor degree. In 

he academic year 1988, the ratio between Computer Sciences, Mathematics, General Sciences, 

Biology, Physics and Chemisby teachers and all teachers were 1 :5. Tbe total number of teachers in 

each school and the total number of students were 1:20.96 and that between Computer Sciences, 

,Mathematics, General Sciences, Biology, Physics and Chemistry teachers and students were 

1 : 102.6. Eighty five point one percent of Computer Sciences, Mathematics and different area of 

Sciences teachers taught the same subjects as their degree and the correlation value was high as 1. 

The experiences of teaching those subjects were among 1-5 years. The average number of 

classrooms in their responsibility were 11.4 classrooms and the average number of students in each 

ciassroom were 40. Among all Computer Sciences, Mathematics and different area of Sciences 

teachers, the percentage of General Sciences, Chemistry, Biology, Physics, Mathematics, and 

Computer Sciences teachers were 24,8.2,9.6, 10.9,28.8 and 3.4 corresponding. 

Eighty five point one percent of them taught the same subject as their dep. There was a 

middle level of problem in teaching subject contents of the curriculum. To solve the problem, they 

need to be trained in the corresponding subject content. The appropiate ratio between students and 

teachers who have degree in Computer Sciences, Mathematics, and different area of Sciences and 

students should be 3 0: 1. The percentage of these teachers who need to futher study for their master - 
degree in Science Teaching at Rajabhat Institute Pibulsongkram was 5 1.2 %
