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Attitude and Study Need at Rajabhat Institute Pibulsongkram of 

Mattayomsueksa Students in Phitsanulok and Sukhothai School of 

General Education Department 

Abstract 

The objectives of this research were to study attitude and study need at Rajabhat 

Institute Pibulsongkrarn (RIP.) of mattayomsueksa students in Phitsanulok and Sukhothai school 

of General Education Department in 4 aspects as education management, occupation, self 

development and social and community development, and to compare student attitude classiiied 

by province, gender, education level, education plan, grade point average, parent occupation and 

parent average income. The population were 6,000 students fiom 70 schools in mattayomsueksa 5 

and 6 of academic year 2001 in Phitsanulok and Sukhothai. Sample size were 832 students which 

obtained by stratified random anct simple random sampling. Check list and rating scale 

questionares were used to collect data. The data were analyzed by frequency, percentage, mcan, 

standard deviation, t-Test, F-Test and compared mean by Scheffe method. 

The results of this research were found as follow : 

1. The attitude of students on further studying at RIP. were in high kvcl in hotll 

overview and four aspects. 

2. The attitude of students in Phitsanulok on further studying at RIP. were higher 

than that in Sukhothai and statistically significant at .05 level. 

3. The attitude of different gender students were not different in both overview and 

four aspects. 

4. The attitude of different education level students were statistically significant at 

-05 level in overview, occupation, self development and social and community developmeni. 

5. The attitude of different education plan students were statistically significant at 

.05 level in both overview and four aspects 

6. Ttlc attitude of different grade point average students were not deferent in both 

overview and four aspects. 

7. The attitude of different parent occupation students were not different in both 

overview and four aspect. 



8. The attitude of different parent average income students were statistically 

significant at -05 level in overview, occupation and social and community development. 

9. The ht reason which students chose to study at RIP. Was low expense. The 

second and third reasons were social acceptable institute and high education standard which were 

32.6%. 173% and 16.8% respectively. 

10. Eighty five point five percent of students needed to study at RIP. in regular 

education plan 

11. Ninety point one percent of students needed to study at RIP. in four years 

bachelor level. 

12. The first branch which students chose to study at RIP. was science. The second 

and thud bmch were business administration and art science which wee 37.7%, 22.8% snd 

22.4% respectively. 

13. Twenty two point one percent of students needed to study at RIP. in computer 

science program. 

14. The first reason which students chose to study in each program was interesting. 

The second and third reason were easy to find job and corrected education plan which were 

93.9%, 47.4% and 36.8% respectively. 

15. After graduation from RIP. , students needed to study in masters level which 

ranked as follow : business administration, science education and educational administration, 
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
